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IMPORTANT REMINDERS 
CHECK IN  
Please check in at the front window each time your child has class to 
receive a class pass to enter the appropriate studio and/or any 
important information.   
 
MONTHLY PAYMENTS 
Please read the studio brochure concerning monthly payments.  We were 
lenient the month of September, but starting the month of October the 
payment policies will be enforced.   

 Payments are due the 25th of each month prior to monthly        
                    lesson(s).   

 A $10.00 late charge will be accrued to your bill, if payment is    
                    not received by the 1st of each month. 

 Postdated checks will not be accepted. 
NOTE:  To avoid congestion at the front window, please mail in      
payment or place payment with student’s name and class time on in a 
sealed envelope in the mail slot on the opposite of the studio.  
 
POLICY AND MEDICAL RELEASE FORMS 
All forms must be turned in immediately or your child will not be able to 
participate in class until forms are returned.  
 
PARKING 
Remember, only one parent allowed to view all classes, so this means 
only one vehicle per student.     
 
REQUIRED DANCE ATTIRE 
All dancewear is needed by the 1st of October.  We encourage all dancers 
to dress properly for class.  It not only looks great but gives the student a 
sense of self esteem when they dress “the part”. Also, hair must be 
securely held back off face.  If they do not have the proper attire, you 
must order it immediately through the studio. 
 
SAFETY FIRST! 
DO NOT DROP OFF OR PICK UP YOUR STUDENT AT THE FRONT DOOR. 
Those who do not follow this parking directive are creating dangerous 
situations for our students by obstructing their vision as they watch for 
their parents, as well as the vision of those who are trying to locate a 
parking space in order to enter the building and retrieve their student. 
For all our students' sake, please park in a parking space and walk your 
child to and from the building. Also, please be sure to follow the 
direction of the painted arrows in the parking lot. They are there to make 
the traffic pattern controlled, understood by parents and students, 
thereby making the parking lot a safer place.
